a. Mayor Sharp called the Frazee City Council meeting to order on Wednesday,
October 8, 2025 at 5:00 PM.

5. Open Forum

a. Pickleball Fundraising Presentation

Madison Olson, youth chair of the pickleball capital campaign, presented
information about the project to bring pickleball courts to Frazee. Ms.
Olson explained that currently residents must travel to other towns to
play pickleball, which results in econanactivity going to those
communities instead of Frazee. The project is partnering with the Frazee
Area Community Club (FACC) as fiscal host, the Frazee school, and
Creating Community Consulting.

Ms. Olson reported that the total fundraising goal is $282,000, with
$66,000 raised to date. The next goal is to raise an additional $80,000 to
pour the concrete this fall. Construction would be for four courts near the
baseball fields off County Highwa9,2vith potential for future

expansion. The location is also on the way to Wannigan Park.

Rachael Johnson and Shelly Blauert provided additional details about the
project. They explained that they hope to pour concrete this fall, or at
minimum complete the sidewalk to protect the edges of the parking lot.
Ms. Blauert confirmed that the dirt wéris already done and paid for, as
well as the engineering and construction design fees.

The fundraising team requested financial support from the city. Council
members expressed support for the project but had concerns about
budget constraints. After discussion about possible funding amounts and
the city's tight budget situation, the couneigreed to schedule a special
finance committee meeting on Thursday, October 16 at 4:00 PM to
determine what contribution the city could make to the project.
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b. Becker County Update

i. Phil Hansen from Becker County provided updates on three county
initiatives:

ii. Ewaste recycling event: The county offered free electronic waste
recycling during the first five days of October, which was highly successful
with 1,200 screens and laptops brought in compared to about 100 in
previous years.

iii. Organics program: The county launched an organics recycling program in
October to keep organic material out of the waste stream. The program is
starting with schools and grocery stores but will be available to
individuals as well.

iv. Preliminary levy: The county's preliminary levy increase is approximately
9%, with 6% resulting from a wage study to properly compensate
employees. Mr. Hansen noted that insurance costs are also significantly
impacting the county budget.

8. Old Business
a. Utility Base Rates

i. City Administrator Poegel reported on her research regarding utility base
rates for properties with curb stops but no meters. She contacted Detroit
Lakes and found they charge sewer base rates if there's a sewer line
connected to the main, regardless ofage, along with streetlight and
stormwater fees. If a property owner chooses to disconnect lines, Detroit
Lakes charges a $1,500 abandonment fee.

ii. Councilmember Rader stated that he felt the city should not charge the
full base rate for properties without meters but should charge the $20
water treatment plant fee that was originally intended for all residents,
as well as stormwater fees.

iii. Councilmember Kemper raised concerns about what defines where city
property ends, noting that curb stops are generally considered the end of
city property. He also questioned whether there are actually meters in
the buildings in question, as there appeatedbe conflicting information.

iv. Mayor Sharp noted that the city's current ordinance requires all buildings
used for business and housing to be connected to municipal water. He
pointed out that if the council wants to provide exemptions, they would
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need to amend the ordinance. He shared examples of how other
communities handle water connection requirements, such as Detroit
Lakes requiring properties needing potable water to connect, and some
cities requiring connection only for buildings used for lmmoccupancy.
M/S/CU: Rader/Kemper to amend the ordinance for connection to municipal water system to
provide exemptions for certain types of buildings
v. The council directed staff to continue billing according to the current
ordinance until any potential amendments are made. Mayor Sharp asked
staff to research the original intent of the water treatment plant user fee
to determine what it was based on.

9. New Business
a. No items were presented under New Business.

10. Council Member Comments
a. Police Chief Trieglaff reported that the trail at Wannigan Park is complete,
measuring 2.1 miles around. Grading was finished and seeding will occur soon.
City Administrator Poegel added that a walkthrough with the state is scheduled

for October 23.

12.GMRPTC Grant Contract with DNR

a. City Administrator Poegel explained that the grant contract is for the Greater
Minnesota Parks and Trails project scheduled for construction next summer,
which includes a restroom, shower house, parking lot, roundabout, and camping
facilities. The grant edract is necessary to receive the $900,000 grant funding
from GMRPTC. Poegel confirmed she would be the authorized representative to
sign the agreement.

Thank you for the opportunity to assist the City of Frazee and the FCDC with engineering services to proceed
with final design and engineering for Phase 1 of the GRMPTC grant work at Wannigan Regional Park. As a follow-
up our conversation on 7/20/25, WiDSETH Smith Molting & Associates, Inc. (dba WIDSETH) is pleased to submit
the following proposal for design services.
